January 24th - The NHIAA official’s recommendation list is due. You as a coach get to vote for officials who work the tournament. This is an NHIAA initiative but is very important for Basketball coaches to be a part of. This list is sent to the NHIAA. Your Class Rep will be sending you a sheet sometime in December through email that has directions and a list of officials. 

February 24 th- All-Academic qualifiers will be due to your class representative by this date.  Helpful Hint---Turn your All-Academic List into your school’s guidance department at the end of quarter 2 which is usually mid-January. This will give them plenty of time to have it ready for you to mail or fax to your representative by March 6th.  This date is very important because names need to be sent to the printer.
March 3rd- All State Ballots are due online.  Vote ONLINE @ nh.nhsbca.org You need to be a NHBCO dues paying member in order to vote. If you are not a due paying member, your players on your team will have 5pts deducted from their total. The ballots will be sent out by your class representative shortly after nominations have been received. These ballots are used for All-State Teams and Awards and used for divisional All-Star Games. You must also submit your nomination for Mr. or Ms. New Hampshire Basketball and if you are nominating a player for the Jack Ford award.  (This year we will honor both a male and female from each division.
